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Dr. David A. Moser is the Chief Economist for the Corps of Engineers and Senior Team Leader—Economics at the Corps Institute for Water Resources (IWR), and National Team Lead for Risk Informed Decision Making.  He has been USACE Chief Economist since September, 2004.  He joined IWR in 1985 leaving Miami University in Ohio where he was an Assistant Professor of Economics.  At IWR Dr. Moser has conducted research in economic methods related to benefit-cost analysis and risk analysis methods applied to water resources.   He was also manager of the Risk Analysis for Water Resources Investments research program from 1992 until 2004.  In his research work he has been instrumental in developing the risk analysis procedures for major rehabilitation, flood damage evaluation, and dam safety.  He has led the development of several risk assessment computer models including IWR-Repair, a hydropower major rehabilitation model, NavSym, a navigation traffic simulation model, and Beach-fx, a life-cycle model for hurricane and storm damage reduction planning. 
As part of the Federal response to Katrina, he was part of the team that developed the research plan of the Interagency Performance Evaluation Taskforce (IPET).  Additionally, he served as co-lead of the Consequences Assessment team of over fifty researchers and was a principal author of Volume VII—The Consequences of the IPET report.

As National Team Lead for Risk Informed Decision Making manages work by teams conducting a variety of work in risk analysis activities including developing a new risk management process for USACE.  Much of Dr. Moser’s current effort is in support of the new USACE planning paradigm and implementation of SMART planning.  This integrates risk management within the 6-step planning process.
